(Ps. 20:1-2)

and emotional conse-
quences. Pray that our 
churches will offer forgive-
ness and love to them. 
(Psa. 34:18)  
 

Pray that God will give His 
people in the UMC a hun-
ger and thirst for righteousness 
(Matt. 5:6)  
 

Pray that the Holy Spirit will awaken 
all Christians to the truth about 
abortion. (Prov. 24:10-12) 
 

Pray for people in organizations 
such as Planned Parenthood that 
promote abortion. (Prov. 23:10,11)
